Purpose and
intent. In the development and execution of this code, it is recognized that there are some uses,

which by their very nature, are recognized as having serious objectionable operational
characteristics, particularly when severa of them are concentrated under certain circumstances
thereby having a deleterious effect upon he use and enjoyment of adjacent areas. Specid

regulations of these usesis necessary to ensure that these adverse effects will not contribute to the
blighting or the downgrading of the surrounding neighborhoods. These specia regulations are
itemized in this section. The primary control or regulation is for the purpose of preventing a
concentration of these used in any one area. The digtrict shall herein be referred to as the "B4p
overlay digtrict.”

Subd. 2. Lands subject to this district. The lands subject to the B4p overlay district are
those set forth in appendix A2 and shown on the official zoning map of the city of Robbinsdale.

Subd. 3. Definitions. For the purposes of this district, the terms listed below shall have
the following meanings:

@ "Pawnbroker" means a person who loans money on deposit or pledge of personal
property, or other valuable thing, or who deals in the purchasing of personal
property or other valuable thing on condition of selling the same back again at a
stipulated price, or who loans money secured by chattel mortgage on persona
property, taking possession of the property or any part thereof so mortgaged.

(b) "Secondhand goods deder” means a person whose regular business includes
purchasing or selling tangible persona property (excluding motor vehicles)
previoudy used, rented, owned or leased.

(©) "Consignment house dedler” means a person whose regular business includes
receiving, but not purchasing, tangible property with the intention to sdl the
property and divide the proceeds with the owner.
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"Auction house deder” means a person whose regular business includes
auctioning used goods. The auction house dealer may receive used goods to
auction but may not purchase said items for auction.

"Trader" means a person(s) whose regular business primarily consists of
receiving tangible property in trade for other tangible property in stock.

"Minor dedler" means a consignment house deadler or trader whose business
occupies no greater than 2,250 square feet of gross floor area. (Amended, Ord.
No. 98-17)

Subd. 4. Uses permitted. Any use permitted within the existing zoned district.
